There has been a growing international interest in supporting the learning of
disabled students in higher education, stimulated in part by legislation. However,
what the students themselves have to say about their experiences has not been
sought in any systematic way. Even though the enactment of various disability laws
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has contributed to the increasing enrolment of disabled students in higher
educational institutions, Paul (2000, 209) suggests that ‘these students constantly
face various barriers in their educational environment’ (italics added). Surprisingly
little research has examined the nature of these barriers (Baron et al, 1996). A
decade ago Hurst (1996) pointed out that what has been missing from previous
studies is the lived experience of disabled students.
The reason why the researcher took this issue is because right now there is a
gap in the English learning process for ableist students that are caused by their
limitations that make it as the obstacles. For this reason, it is necessary to conduct
a research on this condition so there will be no gap in English learning process
between ableist students and the other students.
